This year, league and tournament
bowlers will win more than %1 billion
in cash prizesl But in megabuck
tournaments, amateurs can win in
one week what some professional
bowlers make in a career!

MNext week, the High Roller in Las
Vegas - first prize $200,000 - will
give another amateur bowler the opportunity to win big.

“Megabuck tournaments fill a void,” said bowling historian George Allen.
“It's far more money than they can earn as a pro and they don't have to
commit themselves to traveling weekly."

“Of course we come to win, but we like bowling, tool” said Timo
Suvieranta, from Finland.

Of the 3 megabucks, High Roller is considered the best. It has a single
elimination format — which takes the edge from the better bowlers.

Ken Bayer, from San Gabriel, California topped a field of 950 at last year's
High Roller and won the $210,000 first place prize. Dale Whittington, from
Springfield, Oregon won the $105,000 2nd prize.

“Getting an easy draw early is important,” Bayer said. "Skill takes over as
the field narrows. There also is a lot of pressure involved. But the money
really doesn't enter into it. You've never had that kind of money so you don't
know what it is like!"

While megabuck tournaments are lucrative for amateurs, professionals —
some still below the $250,000 career earnings — miss out on the exorbitant
prize money! “It's kind of discouraging to think of winning that kind of money
in just a few days," said pro bowler Mike Aulby. “We work hard and do not
make that much in 1 year. It doesn't seem fair."

Others in the bowling industry also have mixed reactions. loe Antenora,
PBA commissioner says although the tournaments give bowling much-needed
publicity, he considers them gimmicks.

Harry Wells, president of the Bowling Proprietors association said, “ If we
were right with our observations — that big bucks would stimulate bowling, it
would be a plus.”

The future of megabuck is safe for the moment. High Roller has a 5 year
deal with Showboat. And, this year NBC will tape the finals of the High Roller!

High Roller - an international event!

It was in the mid-80's that High Roller competition started to at-
tract international attention. In the 1999 July High Roller, there were
75 players from 14 countries!

Since 1982, there have been 25 countries represented!

Canadian star Bill Rowe, pictured on the left, is the top money
leader from outside the US piling up over $200,000! He has bowled in
21 High Roller events since 1957, Mika Koiveniumi, from Finland is
anl with over $150,000 in earnings.

International Highlights — South African Richard Aitken advanced
to the title match in the '99 July High Roller. Canadian Ed Sy-
chancgo was runner up in the 1996 Super Bowl High Roller. Fin
Paulina Aalto’s 8% round finish was the furthest a female ever ad-
vanced!  Mexican Roberto Silva, Fin Jouni Helminen, Swedes
Tomas Leandersoon, Tore Torgersen, Patrick Backe and Stefan
Yngstrom also among the top money earners from around the world.

The High Roller reputation abroad was helped along by Americans
visiting foreign countries for bowling events. Top American amateurs
such as Pat Healey and Tim Mack were greatly responsible for
spreading information around the world about High Roeller events.
